The part of the project undertaken by the Trinity Clifton Pastoral Charge was a very successful venture. We delivered prearranged meals to residents at two seniors apartment buildings and held three group events at the Church. For the larger Seniors Appreciation events, we hired Chef Emily Wells to help with the food preparation while other meals were prepared and delivered by volunteers. There was no cost to the Church for any part of this project. 
 Overall, 290 meals were served to seniors with 175 of these meals being enjoyed in a group setting at Trinity Church and 115 meals being delivered as take out meals to seniors who we felt could benefit from a "pick me up" prepared meal.
